COMES TO CREATING DANGEROUS TRAFFIC CONDITIONS. |IT WOULD ALSO GIVE LAW ENFORCEMENT
THE RIGHT TO SEIZE PERSONAL PROPERTY AND THE COURTS THE POWER TO SUSPEND YOUR
DRIVING PRIVILEGES FOR | O YEARS. THE AUTHOR OF THIS BiLL CARLOS LOPEZ-CANTERA IS A
REPRESENTATIVE FROM MIAMI. A CITY WHERE SOME OF THE MOST DANGEROUS TRAFFIC
CONDITIONS IN THE NATION EXISTS. IT'S ALSO A CITY WHERE CORRUPTION IN LOCAL GOVERNMENT

MILITARY IS USED TO POLICE THE POLICE. WHERE IF AT ANY TIME, SOMEONE IN LOCAL LAW
ENFORCEMENT SEES SOMETHING THEY WANT, THEY JUST ARREST THE OWNER FOR SOMETHING AND
SEIZE WHATEVER IT IS THEY WANT. SOUND FAMILIAR? ALL OF THE THINGS THIS LAW IS SUPPOSED
TO DO TO MAKE THE HIGHWAYS AND BY WAYS SAFER ARE ALREADY ON THE BOOKS AS TRAFFIC

| DON'T GET IT. THOSE TWO THINGS ALONE EXCESSIVE SPEED AND INATTENTIONAL BLINDNESS ARE
PROBABLY THE MOST COMMON CAUSES OF ACCIDENTS WHETHER YOU'RE ON A MOTORCYCLE OR IN
A CAGE AND LEGISLATION IS BEING INTRODUCED CITING MOTORCYCLES AS THE PROBLEM. GRANTED
THIS MORONIC STUNT RIDING AND THE EXCESSIVE SPEED ISSUE ARE DEFINITELY THINGS THAT NEED
TO BE ADDRESSED BUT STUPID LEGISLATION LIKE HB | 37 AND 802 ARE NOT GOING TO MAKE IT
GO AWAY.

IF THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT IS HELL BENT ON GETTING INVOLVED WITH MOTORCYCLE SAFETY AND

M.P.H. SHOULD BE FITTED WITH RESTRICTOR CHIPS BEFORE THEY CAN BE ALLOWED INTO THE
COUNTRY OR THE POTENTIAL BUYER WOULD HAVE TO HAVE SUCCESSFULLY COMPLETED A COURSE
TO CERTIFY THAT THEY ARE COMPETENT TO RIDE A MOTORCYCLE AT THOSE SPEEDS. |IF THEY ARE
CAUGHT EXCEEDING THE SPEED LIMIT AT HIGH SPEEDS, RUNNING FROM THE POLICE OR STUNT
RIDING, THEY LOSE THEIR CERTIFICATION AND THEIR LICENSE. DEALERSHIPS WOULD BE HELD
RESPONSIBLE FOR SELLING A HIGH PERFORMANCE MOTORCYCLE WITHOUT A CHIP TO SOMEONE
WITHOUT A CERTIFICATE. BUT IN REALITY THAT MAY BE JUST ADDING FUEL TO THE FIRE.

IN SPEAKING TO A FEW YOUNG SPORT BIKE RIDERS | GOT THE IMPRESSION THAT THEY WANT TO
BELONG TO AN ORGANIZATION LIKE ABATE BUT THAT WOULD MEAN LIVING IN DENIAL. THEY COULD
NOT COMMIT TO WHAT WE STAND FOR. THEY WOULD BE UNABLE TO “COMPETE”, BECAUSE THAT'S
REALLY THE MAIN REASON WHY THIS KIND OF STUNT RIDING AND HIGH SPEED RIDING EXISTS, IT'S A
COMPETITION. POSSIBLY BEING REJECTED BY THEIR PEERS, TWO VERY IMPORTANT FACTORS IN
BEING OF THAT GENERATION. ACCEPTANCE, BY LOOKING, ACTING, TALKING ALIKE, TOTAL LACK OF
COMMON SENSE, LACK OF SELF CONTROL, THE FEELING OF BEING EXPENDABLE AND THE NEVER,
ENDING COMPETITION. AND THEIR NUMBER ONE GOAL IS, TO WIN AT ALL COST.

MOTORCYCLISTS AS “THE SCOURGE OF THE HIGHWAYS”. BOTH SIDES ARE ARMED WITH STATISTIC’S
CLAIMING THE OTHER’S ARE INCONCLUSIVE, APPARENTLY NOW WITH THE INMATES RUNNING THE
ASYLUM IT DOESN’T MATTER WHO HAS WHAT. CONGRESS HAS DECIDED THAT THEY COULDN’T CARE
LESS ABOUT THE FACTS AND STATS, THEY'RE GOING TO USE WHATEVER MEANS NECESSARY TO

"HELMET USE IS CERTAINLY ONE PART OF A COMPREHENSIVE APPROACH TO MOTORCYCLE
SAFETY,II SAID MORELAND. IIBUT THIS STEP IS A DIRECT RAID ON FUNDS THAT WERE
APPROPRIATED BY CONGRESS TO ADDRESS THE SPECIFIC SAFETY CONCERNS OF THE
